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Tashi Tsering,

Founder of the Jinpa Project 
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 Personal experiences: 
Tashi Tsering is a native of 

Karmi, West Nanchen. There

he was an illiterate herd boy 

with no knowledge of the 

outside world. His family was 

so poor that they only survived

 by eating grass and begging from others.

At the age of 19 he left home, wandering, often begging for food. Eventually he ended up in Lhasa where he was confronted by a world totally alien to him. He met monks who helped him and introduced him to reading and writing. Then he walked to Nepal, became a monk. In Nepal his appetite for learning increased. He showed he had a facility for languages by learning Nepali and English.

When he returned to his village, he was overwhelmed by the poverty and suffering still there. At this point, he vowed to devote his life to helping his people. He worked as a translator for MSF and as English Teacher in Yushu TAP. Eventually he opened a communications shop (Jinpa Communications) in Lhasa to try to raise money for Jinpa. He hoped to make contact with westerners who might help Jinpa.
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  Achievements: 

Since 1997, Jinpa has built or added dormitories, kitchens and toilet blocks to 16 remote schools 

(2 funded by SGS), built 4 clinics in remote areas, 14 village water supplies, 15 bridges (4 funded by SGS in past 2 years), 12 greenhouses, 2 elderly

centres, and even done 1 reforestation project. 
In addition they have run basic health education courses for 50 girls from each of 3 counties in Yushu TAP. Almost all projects are with small grants and were only possible by working closely with the villagers and the villagers doing the work themselves.
