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1 Overall work review of Aizhixing institute in 2005

Aizhixing Institute made steady and rapid progress in 2005. During this year, Aizhixing Institute made the strategy development plan through the Institute Strategy Development Meeting, began to constitute organizational and external cooperation policy, prepare to construct organization consulting decision-making and budget plan-making policy and process.  
In 2005, Aizhixing Institute further developed the cooperation relationship with many external partners, and built up communication with many organizations on information and resources sharing, provide financial support, equipment and technical support to more than twenty non-government organization in 2005.These organizations include the PWA groups, hemophiliacs Organizations, Lesbian and Gay organization ect. Aizhixing Institute kept good relationship with international NGOs and human rights organizations.

Aizhixing Institute held the 2005 Annual Conference during April 19th-23rd, 2005. Main topic of this meeting is participation of NGOs in the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria. The conference invited 130 representatives from 82 organizations in 21 provinces, including 71 NGOs. Some organizations of UN and foundations also attended the meeting.
Aizhixing Institute provided training on education, program designing and evaluation, homosexual psychology, international foundations, treatment and care, harm reduction organization development to homosexual organizations in north-east China areas and AIDS- NGOs in Guizhou province. We also provided training on treatment and care, project designing, legal and human rights issues during the annual meeting in April and Sexual Minorities, Human Rights and Law Seminars in June. AIZHIXING Institute supported three people in MSM group visit Hongkong AIDS Care, sent two employees in institute to John-Hopkins University attended the summer internship, and provided visiting position to six activists work in MSM groups out of Beijing.
Aizhixing Institute initiated the blood safety，legal and human rights program, and further strengthened the cooperation with the Public Health and Human Rights Center of John-Hopkins University in 2005. Aizhixing Institute help and promote those who got HIV via blood transfusion and using blood products to get compensation though organizing conference and seminars, issued public letter, held trainings, editing newsletters and provide legal support ect.
During November 26-30, Aizhixing Institute held the National Blood Safety, Law and Human Rights Conference. More than sixty people from different areas of China, including victims and victims' relatives distressed by HIV/AIDS or virus hepatitis through blood transfusion and using blood product, or blood selling, the legal professionals, the members of government's health administration, the representatives of other non-governmental organizations, took part in this seminar. The main theme of this seminar was focusing on the blood safety. It discussed the legal and human right problems concerning the compensation, lawsuit, treatment and social care of the infected community. Furthermore, during the seminar, the working committee recognizing Aizhixing institute as the secretariat. 
Aizhixing Institute initiated Gender Based Violence and AIDS Advocacy Program, and built up cooperation relationship with Public Health and Human Rights Center of Harvard University, Beijing Maple Women Center in 2005. Our program held a series of conference, pushed active communication between women’s association and AIDS organizations.
Aizhixing Institute pay great effort to promote the homosexual human rights work and took an active part in the rights protection and health promotion work through providing financial support to culture festival, campus education and advocacy among college students，summer intern programs, summer camping and other activities.
With support from Beijing STD & AIDS Association and Alans company, AIZHIXING Institute initiated the health education program, targeting the migrant population and MSM populations in Beijing , 2005. Aizhixing Institute cooperated with Beijing Zuojiazhuang Hospital and other organizations, provided free diagnosis of STD and AIDS, free treatment of STD to MSM populations in Beijing. Aizhixing Institute also began the health education program in the migrant children schools in Beijing 
Aizhixing Institute pushed the participation of NGO to Global Fund, including supervision and research on the AIDS program in the third round, provide consulting for the project implementation in the fourth round, recommendation for project drafting in the fifth round and help the NGO to get better understanding of Global Fund. Aizhixing Institute also attended the fifth and twelfth conference of Global Fund as a representative of NGO groups in developing countries. Aizhixing Institute provided valuable recommendation for the reform and transparency of the working mechanism of the China Coordination Committee in the Global Fund. 
Aizhixing Institute provided training on drug harm reduction to AIDS NGOs and student groups all around China, translated and published reading materials of drug harm reduction.

Aizhixing Institute continued to advocate and promote people living with AIDS access to antiretroviral treatment and anti-opportunity infection treatment.

Aizhixing Institute further developed the participation of college students on AIDS prevention and care projects, provided financial support to five students organizations, organized frequent activities on raising AIDS awareness, legal rights protection and peer education in 2005. Aizhixing Institute provided funding support for 12 students group in summer internship, involving legal rights of AIDS patients, homosexual health and rights, minority and AIDS topics. In July, Aizhixing Institute organized Homosexual and Heterosexual summer camps, and initiated the concept of friendly campus environment to the homosexual.  
Aizhixing Institute continued to provide consultation and legal aids to the clients through the legal hotline, internet answer and cases represent ting. Aizhixing Institute dedicated to promote prevention, education, care and treatment using the legal and human rights framework. 
Aizhixing Institute provided humanitarianism support to the front-line HIV/AIDS organizations and activists, including rescuing the HIV/AIDS activists in plight , providing financial and humanitarianism to related organizations and activists. 

HIV/AIDS groups, Hepatitis infected groups, homosexual groups and Aizhixing Institute worked together to protect the education rights of the people living with HIV/AIDS(PLWHA) in 2005. Aizhixing Institute paid close attention to the Working rights of PLWHA, equal health rights of migrant population.
During March to April of 2005, Aizhixing Institute changed the name as Aizhixing Institute under the request of Beijing administration for industry and commerce, and the name of Aizhixing Institute is frequently used in daily work. Being requested to change name and concealed registration is considered as an unfriendly posture of government departments for NGOs in Beijing  
Aizhixing Institute built up friendly and frequent communication working relationship with government health department and governmental associations in 2005.
Aizhixing Institute received support from Open Society Institute, National Endowment for Democracy, Levi Strauss Foundation, Solidarité Sida France, British Embassy in China, Harvard University, John Hopkins University, Australian Federation AIDS Organizations, Canada AIDS Legal Network, and worked as the agents for MAMACASH of Holland and ASTRAEA foundation for their donation to lesbians organizations. 
2、 Working Progress of Aizhixing Institute in 2005
a) Work location: Aizhixing Institute continued to work in Fengyu Building, No.115, Fucheng Road, Haidian District in 2005.
b) Name change: Upon the request of Industry and Commerce Bureau of Haidian District, Beijing, Aizhixing Institute changed the name as Beijing Zhiaixing Information Counseling Center, and finished the documentary register process in banks, taxation bureau and cooperation contracts. After the name changing, Aizhixing Institute often used the former name and the new one at the same time.
c) Office: There is no change in the office environment. Aizhixing Institute continued to use five office rooms and one meeting room, with total area of more than 140 square meters.
d) Personnel organization: Aizhixing Institute maintains a stable headcount. At the end of 2005, Aizhixing Institute had one director, one administrative assistant, one cashier, one accountant, one long-term contracting lawyer, seven full-time project employees, one part-time worker and one networking engineer. Aizhixing Institute invited some researchers and visiting scholars to work with Aizhixing Institute and help draft out the  strategy development plan of Aizhixing Institute. Institute provided the salary and other financial support to other organizations and their employees. Some employees and lawyer quitted Aizhixing Institute because of some reasons in 2005.
e) Recruitment, resignation and refusal: director of Aizhixing Institute mainly charges the recruitment work of employees and played a decisive role in the recruitment, resignation and refusal issues. While making the above decisions, director took many factors into consideration. At the end of 2005, Aizhixing Institute posted publications of wanted ad about a director assistant, legal program coordinator, policy program coordinator, education program coordinator and assistant and finished the recruitment work thereafter.
f) Collaborating partners: In the research aspect, Aizhixing Institute built or maintained cooperation relationship with the Public Health and Human Rights Center of John Hopkins University, Public Health and Human Rights Center of Harvard University and Canada AIDS Legal Network. In the social activities aspect, Aizhixing Institute built or maintained cooperation relationship with PLWHA groups (in Henan, Shanxi, Shannxi, Hunan, Guizhou, Xinjiang provinces), China Hemophiliacs Organizations (in Beijing, Shanghai, Changsha, Tianjin, Shandong, Chongqing,etc), Homosexual Health Organizations (in Guizhou, Wuhan, Chengdu, Haerbin, Shenyang, Dalian, etc), some other NGO and individuals (in Beijing, Yunnan, ect), and provided technology, financial funds, information and other support. In technology aspect, Aizhixing Institute provided supports including financial support application and management, project planning and evaluation, supervision on government policies, participation of international cooperation projects, and so on. Aizhixing Institute provided support more 20 domestic organizations on information, funds, equipment and technology in 2005. At the same time, Aizhixing Institute kept regular relationship with AIDS organizations, human rights organizations and foundations in many countries.

h) Projects
1）Law and human rights: Aizhixing Institute continued to develop AIDS related legal rights project and provided the affected patients legal consultation and legal aids. Aizhixing Institute carried out the legal hotline consulting, network consulting, training and research work. The details refer to the legal program summary.
2）Publications: Aizhixing Institute delivered information through internet and presswork, including newsletters, meeting summaries, foundation information, program information, research reports, etc, concerned with AIDS education and care, treatment advocacy, social participation, the Global Fund, drug harm reduction, homosexual society development, law and human rights. Aizhixing Institute published reports on legal rights and health issues for the homosexual, global foundation and NGO participation, AIDS and legal rights. Aizhixing Institute published a magazine named Observing Four Free and One care, targeting to supervise the government work on AIDS and the Global Fund. These publications circulated among NGO, students groups, the PLWHA groups, individuals, government departments, researchers and the media.
3）Policy research and advocacy: A research and advocacy work on the drug price reduction, treatment advocacy, care education, children support, NGO legal status, migrant workers children’s health and education, NGO funds procurement, NGO information dissemination and financial transparency, drug harm reduction, participation in the Global Fund. The institute provided information about the Global Fund participation and drug harm reduction to NGO, the PLWHA organizations and students organizations in China. For details of this aspect, please refer to the report below.
4）Student Participation: Aizhixing Institute provided financial support to the China Central University of Nationalities Aizhi Society, Students’ Legal Association of China Renming University and students associations of five universities in Guizhou, Xinjiang and Zhejiang to hold regular activities on AIDS awareness raising, legal rights protection and peer education. Aizhixing Institute provided funding support for 12 students group in summer internship, involving legal rights of AIDS patients, homosexual health and rights, minority and AIDS topics. In July, Aizhixing Institute organized Homosexual and Heterosexual summer camps, and initiated the concept of friendly campus environment to the homosexual. Aizhixing Institute suported several campus homo-friendly and health education activities in 2005. Aizhixing Institute provided summer intern opportunities for many students in China and overseas.
5）Health Education: Aizhixing Institute continued AIDS education activities among middle school students in Wenxi town, Shanxi province, and initiated AIDS education program for floating population, Gay Groups, frequent education and training in six migrant schools for the children of migrantl workers in Beijing. Beijing STD  & AIDS Prevention and Cure Association and Ailunsi Condom Manufacturer jointly supported the above education activities. Through cooperation, Aizhixing Institute supported the prevention and education work of Gay groups in Dalian, Shenyang, Haerbin, Anshan, Guiyang, Wuhan and Chengdu.s
6）Community clinic construction: Aizhixing Institute invested resources to cooperate with Disease Prevention and Control Center of Chaoyang District, Beijing and Zuojiazhuang Hospital, and organized treatment of gay sexually transmitted disease and AIDS, including exemption and deduction of diagnosis fees, consulting, treatment and advocacay.  It is a pity that the projected foundered because Disease Prevention and Control Center of Chaoyang District disobeyed the industry rules for many times.
i) Aizhixing Institute held the strategy development conference, ruled out the development plan, and brought forward the need of Aizhixing Institute for related rules and regulations in 2005. From 2006, Aizhixing Institute will build up Consulting Decision conference system (like the council system for consulting) and hold consulting decision conference twice a year. Year-half conference will review the work and financial status of first half and make the work plan, budget plan for the coming year. Year-beginning conference focus on review the work and financial status for the previous year, and make plans for the execution plan, budget, rules-building, training and supervision evaluation strategies. Please refer to the draft version of conference summary report for development conference details in attachment. Aizhixing Institute undertook financial accounting and taxation auditing, and publicizing the related report in e-mail groups. Aizhixing Institute strengthened financial supervision and publicize the resources, amount and usage of all the financial assets in 2005.
3、AIDS related legal and human rights work 

Summary

In 2005, Aizhixing Legal program obtained the support of America’s National Endowment of Democracy and Levi Strauss Foundation. It is engaged in AIDS related legal and human rights work. Its main activities are including:

·provide legal consultation and aid

·Research and advocacy on related law and policy 

·convene AIDS related legal and human rights meetings
·publish and translate research reports, meeting summaries and program newsletters to assess the state of the discrimination of AIDS-impacted groups 

·support the work of legal student’s group in colleges and the students project of Aizhixing
·work to support and provide legal aid for Chinese AIDS-impacted groups
·provide implementation of an international AIDS and human rights framework in China

Based on what the institute and the legal program achieved in 2004, Aizhixing Legal program produced a steady work team, further matured the working mechanism, and vigorously engaged in diversified missions and events in the past year. 
2005 primary program introduction

Detailing Specific Work
· Legal Hotline Consultation and Cases Representation
AIDS Legal Hotline consulted on a total of 113 cases, answered and accepted various inquiries about 300 times, including 77 telephone consultation, 21 face to face consultation, 13 internet consultation and 2 letters consultation. The consultation generally concerned various aspects of AIDS related situations, including Compensation for Infected HIV via Blood Transfusion and using blood products, privacy rights, labor rights, education rights, health rights, marriage, social security, medicine ethic and criminal of the people living with HIV/AIDS. A certain amount of Homosexual Legal Problems were also involved. Aizhixing provided different degrees legal aid for some cases of them. For instance, it included lawyer representation, legal writing etc. Some cases had solved elementarily according to the consecutive consultation of lawyer. 
At the same time, the system of Hotline had been of significant improvement through the establishment of the rule of consultation and files management. All the lawyers and staff obeyed the rules, followed the procedures and ensured the quality of consultation. Hopefully, they were able to provide better service to the vulnerable populations

From March of 2005, through everyday consultations, the lawyers were able to point out the typical problems in certain period, compile cases, and put legal suggestion of particular cases on the website. We also produced the release rule and the process for publishing legal Q&A on website. So far, 10 cases’ Q&A finished compiling and released.
There were 8 cases which Aizhixing represented in 2005. They included compensation for infected HIV via blood transfusion and drug experiment case. Furthermore, the lawyer kept fixed legal counseling relation with 13 cases parties. According particular situations, the lawyer provided different content and level of help, including providing litigation opinion, attending the court hearing, providing appeal opinion, helping to write litigation paper and information feedback report , providing the technical support on providing evidence.

· Training on law and human rights

On April 22th, 2005, the lawyers in legal program gave speeches and trainings on law and human rights topics related to HIV/AIDS and development during the annual conference of Beijing Aizhixing Institute. The training addressed on the litigation procedure and law issues related to grass root organization.

The HIV/AIDS, Law and Human Rights Conference in June: Aizhixing Institute held the HIV/AIDS, Law and Human Rights Conference in Beijing from June 25th to 26th. There were about sixty people in the conference, including lawyers, legal experts, students from law school and staff from AIDS-NGO. We invited the experts from the Canadian HIV/AIDS legal network and Temple University to come and give speech on transmission of HIV criminalization，AIDS monitoring, generic pharmaceuticals，blood safety and NGO legislation. They also discussed the related problems with the delegates in the conference.

On Aug 11th, 2005, the lawyers and staff of Aizhixing Institute communicated with five infected families on legal problems regarding AIDS infection by blood transfusion and trained them on the practice of lawsuits. 
From Oct 23rd to Oct 25th in 2005, the lawyer and staff of the institute legal program visited Henan province. After general consultation and communication with the communities, they decided to launch a legal training in ZheCheng Country on how to safeguard the legal rights of the infected and the villagers. Due to the intervention of the local government, the training has not been carried out as planned.
On Oct.15th, 2005, Beijing Aizhixing Institute invited the students major in law from the universities of Beijing, study personnel, the representatives of NGO to communicate and discuss about the legal events and problem happening in AIDS field and working of the law program of the institute recently. In the workshop, the development plan of law project was introduced summarily, the lawyer of legal hotline summarized and analyzed the consultation problem, the representatives studied and discussed the AIDS legal counseling and training works of law project of the institute.

· Blood Safety Program

Objective: Aizhixing Institute will engage in a three-year program to 1) investigate and exhibit the actualities of the infection HIV/AIDS via blood transfusion, including the primary problem and the condition of the treatment and care of the people infected HIV through blood transfusion, and promoting the government to produce a whole solution of infection HIV via blood transfusion ;2)promote the establishment of the civil monitoring network for blood transtfusion;3)provide the feasible suggestion and project of establishing effective safeguard mechanism of blood safety from civilian perception
On Feb 24th, 2005, the institute invited legal experts, lawyers and lawsuit parties to discuss the problems and difficulties of blood transfusion or blood product contracted AIDS and Hepatitis compensation lawsuits. Specific Topics of Discussion: 1) Problems with the court record; 2) The problem of whether government aid can replace the tort feasor ’s responsibility of compensation; 3) Problems of how to determine the medical fees, methods and standards of payment for damages and deformity compensation; 4) To what extent that the conclusion of an epidemiology investigation in proving this type of legal case—infection and use of blood (including blood products)—can prove a cause and effect relationship.  

From March to June, the lawyers and staff of legal program collected blood transfusion or use of blood products contracted AIDS and hepatitis lawsuit cases. We published the litigation problem of HIV/HCV infection via blood transfusion and blood products in June. We collected blood safety related laws and legislation; translated WHO’s Blood Transfusion Safety Materials, Canadian Hemophilia Society’s 2004 Canadian Blood Safety Report, and Hong Kong blood safety related measures; kept valuable communications and relationship with the program’s primary cooperating CBOs: participating in various places’ Hemophilia CBOs’ activities and meetings, and preparing for convening round-tables. Through preparing these tasks, the staffs of this research institute’s departments and other external cooperating partners conducted studies of some blood safety knowledge and content.  
In order to seeking guidance on dealing with the technical, legal, ethical and community problems arising from the operation of the project, the legal program began the establishment of Blood Safety Consultation Committee from August 2005. This committee will consist of 3 to 4 experts on blood safety and blood management, 2 to 3 legal experts on medical treatment and procedure law and 3 activists who are engaged in the consumer of blood and bloody products or social blood safety supporter. This committee will give professional technique guidance on special problems of transfusion and blood management, instruct and participate in the project, give advice on other specific technique, ethnical and legal problems, and take part in various seminars and forums at invitation. At the same time, they will also participate in the research of the program.

From the beginning of September 2005, the legal program began to design the questionnaires to be used among the infected community through transfusion and using blood product. The purpose of the investigation is to investigate the knowledge and practice of safeguarding legal rights of the patients with AIDS or HBV/HCV infected through blood transfusion and using blood product. The questionnaires were distributed from October. From the internet investigations among the infected people, we have received more than 100 pieces of answering sheets of the questionnaire. Through collecting and analyzing these questionnaires, we had obtained some basic information about the infected persons’ knowledge and action on the safeguard of their legal rights. Meanwhile, we acquired a further knowledge about blood safety around china

In order to persuade Chinese government and Chinese society to emphasize the problem of HIV/HCV infection via blood transfusion and blood products, help the patients get the access of treatment, aid and compensation, prevent more family members from getting infected, and reduce similar harm in the future, we actively promote holding “China AIDS Day” Campaign in 2005 . We choose the name “China AIDS Day” because for years, the World AIDS Day Campaign has ignored the extrusive blood-borne HIV infection in Chinese society, and Chinese government has concealed this problem, nevertheless it was a main way of HIV infection in China. We expect “China AIDS Day” is characteristic for China. On November 22nd,,2005, we ourselves published an open complain letter to minister against China’s ministry of health, condemning his dereliction of duty on controlling the HIV epidemic among people who were using blood or blood products. In some rural and urban placed in china, some communities published their epidemic alarm report and open condemning letter to the related government branch and general public.
From November 26 to 29, 2005, the Blood Safety, Law and Human Rights Seminar was held in Beijing. More than sixty people from different areas of China, including victims and victims' relatives distressed by HIV/AIDS or virus hepatitis through blood transfusion and using blood product, or blood selling. The legal professionals, the members of government's health administration, the representatives of other non-governmental organizations, took part in this seminar. The main theme of this seminar was focusing on the blood safety. It discussed the legal and human right problems concerning the compensation, lawsuit, treatment and social care of the infected community. This seminar, organized by Aizhixing Institute, proposed that government should establish a working committee to investigate the situation of the HIV/AIDS and virus hepatitis transmissions through blood transfusion and using blood product from 1987-2005. This working committee shall include representatives of victims, legal professionals, and non-governmental organizations. There is also great necessity, as this seminar advocated, to set up a community working committee, whereas the members comes from the victims of the HIV/AIDS and virus hepatitis infection through blood transfusion and blood product. This community working committee shall be represented by ten elected commissioners. The working committee recognized Aizhixing Institute as the secretariat in the seminar. The issue about how to adapt observers was also discussed. Finally, the legal professionals and other representatives in this seminar decided to draw up a report for China's higher judicial authority upon the difficulties to engage lawsuit around HIV/AIDS infections through blood transmission. This report will be submitted to the Supreme People's Court、The Supreme People's Procurator ate、Ministry of Justice etc. The seminar published the summary report of Blood Safety, Law and Human Rights Seminar, and delivered to seminar participants, relative government departments, counts, UN institute and media. In the morning of November 30, 2005, a news release conference about Blood Safety, Law and Human Rights Seminar was held in conference room of Aizhixing Institute.

On the afternoon of Nov.30th ,2005 , the Blood Transfusion Victims Work Committee held a meeting, discussing the Work Committee meeting in 2006, national meeting, budget and the primary work of 2006. On December 25th, 2005, the institute summoned the representatives participators in the training in Beijing to take part in the meeting. There were 3 commissioners of the Work Committee, 1 observer, 1representative of blood safety meeting and the more than 10 representatives come from community group. The meeting discussed calendar of the 1st Committee work meeting in 2006 , legal aid work, seminar regarding on blood safety holding in  Heibei, Shanxi, discussing Henan AIDS NGO meeting, concerned the activities of the women and children who infected AIDS because of  Blood Transfusion etc.

In the middle of Dec.2005, the institute lawyer received the parties of a blood contamination case in Jilin Dehui, who came to legal consultation. Staffs of the institute provided consultation to them about the correlative problem of lawsuit and policy. They also invited the doctor of Ditan hospital trained them about the pathology, using medicine, nursing knowledge. After consultation, the institute concluded the problem encountering in this consultation, copied and sent to the correlative agencies.

In the end of Dec.2005, People's Congress and Political Consultative Conference of Beijing collected the opinions in public .The institute referred policy suggestions to them about four problems of the blood safety and volunteer blood donation.
· homosexual law and human rights work 

We provided legal and human rights problem consultation to the MSM groups(Dalian, Xi’an, Wuhan) .

Lawyer Jia ping, who was the researcher of the institute, completed “Summary of Homo- (Bi-) sexual Legal Problems.” The research was 110,000 words, was to do a preliminary collection about mainland China’s Homo (Bi) sexual societies’ related legal issues, and then on the backdrop of the global spread of AIDS the situation of mainland China’s homo (bi) sexual societies’ rights will emerge.

We supported the lawyers of ShangHai to provide legal aid for the local homosexual in 2005. 

The institute held gender minority, law, human rights seminar on June.  

We supported Aibai to publish the handbook of homosexual safeguard the rights.

· Gender Based Violence and AIDS Advocacy Program

In 2005, Aizhixing Research Institute was invited to participate in Harvard University’s Concerning Gender Violence and AIDS Advocacy Program, cooperating with Maple Women Counseling Center developed a two-year program in China. The said program’s objective was: 1) promote dialogue and cooperative partner relationships between AIDS advocacy groups and gender related violence work or research organizations; 2) promote information and resources sharing information between AIDS and Gender organizations under human rights framework; 3) feasibly direct researches and works to gradually bring AIDS prevention, treatment, care, and advocacy into function within an AIDS framework based on the mutual relationship of gender violence and AIDS. Currently, this program was managed within the working framework of legal program.
Promoting  exchange between AIDS organizations and Women’s organizations, Aizhixing on March 8 organized a seminar on the topic of “Spotlight on Women: Gender and HIV/AIDS.” During the seminar, women’s groups and researcher conducted extensive exchanges and discussions with people work for HIV/AIDS.
We invited Wang Xingjuan from Maple Women’s Center to gave a speech on Gender and Domestic Violence during the annual conference of our institute.
The institute invited Fan yuhua from UNAIDS, Dai ming from China-UK HIV/AIDS Prevention and Care Project and Wang ying from china CDC to come to give speeches on gender based violence and AIDS on the Gender and Development forum.

From May 29th ,2005 to early June, Wang lixuan from Aizhixing Institute legal program and Hou zhiming, the principal of Maple Women’s Center, were invited to participate the consultation conference of Concerning Gender Violence and AIDS Advocacy Program . They put forward the primary plan of China program in the conference.

Aizhixing Institute invited professionals to train the volunteers of Maple Women’s Center Hotline on sex, sexual orientation and homosexual , and women and AIDS in August and September. Maple Women’s Center Hotline invited Ding juan to train the staff of Aizhixing and volunteers of peer education on gender in November.

Aizhixing Institute published the first issue of program newsletter in November. It introduced the content of the program, the cooperation organization and the information of the program. 

Aizhixing Institute and Maple Women’s Center cooperated to hold women and AIDS workshop on the National Anti-Domestic Violence Seminar in November.

· human rights monitoring 

More than 20 hemophiliacs infected with HIV/HCV via using blood product and their relatives launched demonstration in front of Shanghai biology products institute. Aizhixing Institute delivered a statement to support the hemophiliacs to strive for the rights and provide support for the emergent medical treatment.

On Nov 6th, 2005, Aizhixing institute delivered a statement to concern the safety of the PLWHA via blood transfusion and their relatives in Henan, who wanted to appeal to vice-primary china. The statement demanded the Chinese government to ensure the safety of the peace appealers and not to violate the rights of the AIDS activists. 

On Dec 1st, Aizhixing Institute delivered a statement to concern the safety of the PLWHA in Henan ,who visited Beijing.

In the middle of December, Aizhixing Institute delivered a statement to concern the appealing PLWHA in Henan who encountered human rights violation.

· Education rights of the PLWHA

In 2005, Aizhixing Institute concerned the education rights of the PLWHA and organized a series of activities in students groups. We helped a female student return to the school and support her to finish the study in September. Aizhixing Institute established the work contact with "In the hepatitis B camp" Website. We obtained more information about the situation of violating education rights on the grounds of disease infection. We discussed the cooperation in 2006. We addressed an advocacy to appeal to protect the education rights of the students living with HIV/AIDS in the end of November. Aizhixing Institute prepared a health and education rights seminar. We would invited the students activists, NGO and experts to discuss the problem of the education rights violated due to diseases and make the work plan .

We invited the principals of Hemophilia Home of China to take part in the institute annual conference and assisted to organize the conference of the development of Hemophilia Home of China. We supported Kong Delin from Hemophilia Home of China to carry out the program about hemophiliacs safeguarding rights, related treatment policy advocacy, blood safety and capacity building program. We supported the website building of Hemophilia and HIV/AIDS group of China.

In 2005, the legal program supported the hemophilia communities’ activities on financing, legal service and information. We also took part in their activities. We supported and participated in the hemophilia sodality in Tianjing in April and trained the delegates on the blood safety and related legal problem. We took part in the training on hemophilia nursing. The lawyer of the legal program communicated with the patients about the blood safety and related legal problem. We supported the hemophiliacs from five areas and the hemophilia home in Chongqing to train on blood safety and nursing.    

· students associations and student program
We supported Renming University Law Association to carry out association activities in 2005. Student program provided 11 student groups around China with fieldwork funding. Student summer internship topic include: homosexual legal human rights, blood safety, children orphaned etc. The conclusion conference of Aizhixing Institute student program was held in Beijing on Nov.26th, 2005.

The Participation of Beijing Aizhixing in the Global Fund

Monitoring the Global Fund China Aids Projects

On Feb.25th, 2005, while Global Fund expert Mr. Bernard Rivers was evaluating China CCM in Beijing, Aizhixing organized, on the suggestion of UN organization, a conference in its assembly room.  For this conference, Aizhixing gathered NGOs not included in CCM to examine the working progress of China CCM.

OnNov.21st, 2005, Aizhixing translated the China CCM investigation report of Mr. Bernard Rivers “China CCM – Next Steps”, and released the translation through email.  

Promoting the Participation of NGOs in Global Fund China Aids Projects

On the afternoon of Dec.6th, 2004, the Global Fund Executive Director Prof. Richard Feachem convened a round-table conference at the Beijing UN Office for Global Fund China Aids NGOs.  At the conference, Aizhixing asked attention for the following issues: 

· Transparency mechanism for information about the work of the Global Fund China CCM, the release of information, the release of the Chinese edition of documents; 

· The selection mechanism for Global Fund China CCM NGOs and PLWHA representatives, the evaluation of the representational character of current CCM NGOs and PLWHA representatives and related problems; 

· Transparency mechanism for information on the standard of Global Fund Projects at the County level, the prevention of corruption and the abuse of funds; 

· The ways and methods of participation of NGOs, community organizations and PLWHA in the Global Fund China Projects. 

·  Help for NGOs and Community organizations in terms of capacity and network for an effective participation in Global Fund Projects and an effective monitoring of Global Fund Projects, and related problems. 

To help Aizhixing in bringing forward interesting suggestions concerning the participation of Chinese NGOs in Global Fund China Aids and Tuberculosis Projects, and to bring forward opinions negotiated among all NGOs, an informal colloquium was organized on the morning of the same day at the Aizhixing meeting room.  

In March of 2005, Aizhixing wrote an open letter to the Global Fund China CCM about the draft work on the Fifth Round of Aids Projects.  This open letter pointed out the lack of transparency surrounding the makeup, the methods of production and the selection criteria of the draft group set up by China CCM for the drafting of the Fifth Round of Aids Projects.  The open letter demanded that China CCM give explanations about the above mentioned draft group.  It also proposed that for the drafting out of the Fifth Round Projects, there should be a participation of publicly voted representatives of Chinese grass-roots NGOs.  The members of the draft group should listen to the suggestions of all NGOs, they should help NGOs in understanding the mechanisms of the Global Fund and in understanding the ways in which NGOs can participate.  The open letter also expressed the hope that the Fifth Round would give extra attention in its application to groups that didn’t get enough attention in the Third Round and the Fourth round: Male Homosexuals, Bisexuals, Sex Workers, the migrant population, PLWHA infected through blood transfusion or using blood products, and other vulnerable groups.

On March 9th, 2005, Aizhixing’s Director Wan Yanhai and the Community Development Consultant Cai Lingping participated in the Beijing Colloquium for Global Fund Fourth Round China Aids Projects NGOs.  They made a lot of suggestions, dealing with transparency of information surrounding the community consultation committee, the general managing of funds, budget and financial affairs; the authentication of qualification of NGOs and the mechanisms for producing representatives; etc. 

On the morning of Sep.23rd,  2005, Aizhixing’s Director Wan Yanhai participated in a conference surrounding the implementation of social participation in the Global Fund Fourth Round Aids Projects, held in the offices of the Global Fund China Aids Projects.  At the conference, Aizhixing put forward many suggestions concerning the financial support of grass-roots organizations, monitoring and evaluation, cooperation between citizens, communication of information, the role of migrant schools, etc.  These suggestions received appraisal from the representatives at the conference.  During the afternoon of Sep.22nd, a preparatory conference was convened in the assembly room of Aizhixing.

We have organized discussions and workshops surrounding the Global Fund at many occasions: 

· Workshop for Guizhou Aids NGOs in Guiyang City, Guizhou Province, end of August 2005

· Third Joined Conference of the Collaborative Group of DongBei Homosexuals, beginning of October

· Fourth Joined Conference of NGOs working on the prevention and control of Aids and STDs, ChongQing, Middle of October

· Meeting to honor the volunteers of Dalian Rainbow and Dalian Sunshine

· Student Summer Projects Meeting surrounding Implementation, end of November 

During these meetings and activities, we organized discussions and workshops on the Global Fund.  These activities centered around the development of Chinese Aids NGOs; discussions surrounding the Aids Work domain in which NGOs of Guizhou province can participate and strategies to do so; introductions about the Global Fund; the participation of NGOs in the Fourth Round of Global Fund China Aids Projects; fundraising and strategies for NGOs; sharing of information; and others.

Promoting the Reform of the Global Fund China National Coordinating Committee (CCM)

In November of 2005, Aizhixing recommended the following manuals to Chinese NGOs through its email group: “Increase the participation of People Living with HIV, guidelines to ameliorate the China Coordinating Committee (CCM)” and “Challenges, Reforms and Mobilization: manual for participation of People Living with HIV in the China Coordinating Committee”.  Aizhixing is right now preparing the translation and the publication of these two manuals.  

Participation in the Global Fund Council Developing Countries NGO Delegation 

From 28-30/09/2005, Aizhixing’s director Wan Yanhai participated in the Eleventh Global Fund Council in Geneva on the invitation of Executive Director Prof. Richard Feachem.  Global Fund Council Member Rita Arauz (Representative in the Global Fund for NGOs of Developing Countries) invited Wan Yanhai to participate in the preparatory conference of the 11th Global Fund Council Developing Countries NGO Delegation from Sep.24th to Sep.27th in Geneva. 

From Dec.15th to Dec.16th ,2005, on the invitation of Director for NGOs of Developing Countries Rita Arauz, Aizhixing staff member Liang Yanyan participated in the 12th Global Fund Council as a member of the Developing Countries NGO Delegation in Marrakech, Morocco.   

Establishing a civil monitoring network for Global Fund, “Four Free and One Care” policy and integrated demonstration district projects.

During the year 2005, Aizhixing continuously committed itself to the building up of a national monitoring network based on the cooperation of communities and citizens.  This monitoring network is meant for the surveillance and evaluation of the implementation of the Global Fund, the “Four Free and One Care” policy and the integrated demonstration district projects.  The monitoring network investigates problems that arise with the projects, and aims to express the voices of the citizens objectively and plentifully through briefings.  The consequent aims are to promote the better participation of communities affected by Aids in the monitoring and evaluation of aforementioned projects; to promote open communication by government instances; to promote transparency of financial affairs; to increase efficiency and to promote the cooperation and communication between citizens’ groups, communities affected by Aids and the government..   

Through all the work and conferences organized in 2005, Aizhixing has taken a good start in the setting up of this network.  For nearly all of the projects of the 3rd and 4th Round of the Global Fund, monitoring individuals or groups that are willing to participate in the monitoring and evaluation of the work can be contacted in provincial capitals.   

Establishing the Magazine “Observing Four Free and One Care”

In November of 2005, we edited and published the magazine “Observing Four Free and One Care”.  The magazine was published for the following reasons:

· to build up a civil monitoring and evaluation network for Global Fund, “Four Free and One Care” policy and integrated demonstration district projects

· to widely collect the thoughts of civilian communities

· to reflect the problems appearing in the implementation process of the above-mentioned projects

· to emphasize and express the voices of social groups affected by HIV/AIDS

A new issue of the magazine is released every 3 months, every issue is printed on 2000 copies.  The magazine is distributed free of charges to relevant government departments, citizens’ groups and the target population.  Calculating that every copy will be read by 5 persons, the magazine will be read by at least 10000 people.  To calculate precisely how many people benefit from the magazine, a more in-depth evaluation has to be performed.

Investigative Research: In June 2005 the Research Center Development Consultant completed “Research on the participation of China AIDS NGOs in the Global Fund”.

The research Beijing Aizhixing and Health Environment Promotion Association undertook together in 2004 to ascertain the health situation of Beijing’s migrant population (especially children) revealed the following: notwithstanding the demands of the Education Committee of Beijing that all primary schools and middle schools have to instruct in issues of health / aids / prevention of drugs / infectious diseases / mental illnesses, there were no plans or courses for health education in migrant schools.  This was due to a lack of consciousness, training, staff, finances and an overall lack of equal education opportunities and access to public funding.  

Thereupon, from April 2005, Beijing Aizhixing organized a health education and health promotion project at Junior Beijing Schools run by the local people, with the assistance of Health Environment Promotion Association and the financial support of the Small Projects Facility of the English Embassy.  This project aims to address the problems of AIDS, drugs, infectious diseases and others in the migrant population and its children.  Health education in migrant schools is promoted, with an aim to increase the overall health level. 

The most important activities of the program in 2005 include:

1. Trainings and lectures to improve health knowledge and didactical qualities of teachers at migrant schools.  In total, 8 trainings were organized.  They dealt with the following 10 topics: infectious diseases, HIV/AIDS knowledge, didactical qualities for social work and schools, health education in schools, children’s psychology, adolescent health education, nutrition for children, truths and techniques about education for adolescents, family education, personal safety and first-aid help.   

2. The opening of experimental classes for health education among the students of 6 migrant schools , to promote the entering of health education in the classroom.    

3. In cooperation with small ‘health education groups’ of teachers of migrant schools, health education was publicized among moremigrant schools and more schools were encouraged to participate in the project.

4.Migrant schools were assisted in the invitation of specialists to enter their school and to disseminate health-related knowledge.

5. Volunteering university students were encouraged to offer volunteer services to migrant schools.  Social workers were encouraged to cooperate with the education in schools.

6. Investigative Research was developed to better understand and to resolve relevant problems.

3. Challenges in Funds Procurement and Expenditure


In 2005, the income of Aizhixing steadily increased in a stable way.  Aizhixing continued to obtain funds for its work on policy initiation and legal furthering of rights.  Aizhixing also started to raise money for HIV/AIDS prevention education and treatment education, and for community projects on the diagnosis and treatment of STDs.  However, for an Institute that has occupied itself for a long time with policy initiation and legal furthering of rights, some time is needed to obtain support for new projects.  The Institute continues to be turned down in its application efforts for domestic funding.  The Institute didn’t obtain success in its applications at the China-UK Policy Project, the China Developing Market Project, and the Third and Fourth Round of the Global Fund.  The Chinese government doesn’t have a transparent and fair plan for funding NGOs.  The current national projects for social mobilization are very few, and are mostly dominated by a minority of organizations with a government background.     
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
